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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
SCS Engineers (SCS) was retained by Commerce Construction Co., L.P. to prepare a Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA) of the Excess Fill Dirt Site #2 consisting of 40.8 acres 
of historically agricultural land and dairy operations in Chino, California (the “Property”).  This 
assessment was performed in conformance with 40 CFR 312, Standards for Conducting All 
Appropriate Inquiries, and in general conformance with ASTM E1527-13.  

The Property, which consists of two Assessor’s Parcel Numbers, is owned by the Orange County 
Flood Control District. The Prado Flood Control Basin channel runs in a north-south direction in this 
area of Chino.  The Property has been historically used for agricultural and dairy farming operations 
(Rocha family) since the early 1930s. Historical site addresses include 7311, 7319, and 7363 Pine 
Avenue.  

Historical land uses in the general area have included agriculture, dairy farming, equestrian, state 
prison, etc.  No hazardous substances or hazardous wastes were observed at the Property during the 
site inspection.   

No recognized environmental conditions (RECs) were noted during the site inspection or identified 
during the review of regulatory database information.  In 1971, an underground fuel storage tank 
was removed from the Rocha Dairy Property located at 7311-7433 Pine Avenue. No environmental 
sampling was conducted during tank removal activities. In 2009, soil samples collected at the 
former tank location confirmed the presence of weathered gasoline constituents. The confirmed 
presence of residual gasoline is defined as a REC for the Property. 

Based on the fact that the tank was removed in 1971, extent of soil/groundwater impacts were 
defined, MTBE was not detected, and that future land use will exclude residential development, the 
Santa Ana RWQCB issued a No Further Action Letter to the Rocha Dairy (dated July 2, 2009).  
However, since residual gasoline constituents are present, SCS considers the contamination to be a 
controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC).  

Regulatory database information identified few known and suspected contamination sites in the 
area surrounding the Property.  Based on the available information, it is unlikely that any of these 
sites have affected the environmental condition of the Property.   

Conclusions 

In summary, SCS performed a Phase I ESA of Excess Fill Dirt Site #2 consisting of 40.8 acres located 
at the southeast corner of Pine and Johnson Avenues, Chino, California, in conformance with the 
scope and limitations of 40 CFR 312 and ASTM E1527-13. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this 
practice are described in Section 5 of this report.   

In the opinion of the Environmental Professionals, this assessment has revealed evidence of current 
conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances.  Although further 
environmental investigation is not recommended, any soil excavated in the former tank area should 
be properly characterized prior to removal from the Property. 
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Data Gap 

No former Property owners were available to be interviewed.  No neighbors were available to be 
interviewed. The inability to conduct interviews is considered data gaps. However, based on the other 
information gathered as part of this Phase I ESA, this is not considered a significant data gap.

1 INTRODUCTION 
SCS Engineers (SCS) was retained by Commerce Construction Co., L.P. (the “User”) to prepare a 
Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA) of the Excess Fill Dirt Site #2, consisting of 
40.8 acres of historically agricultural and dairy farm land located at the southeast corner of Pine and 
Johnson Avenues in Chino, California (the “Property”).  A location map for the Property is presented 
as Figure 1 in Appendix A.  This assessment was performed in conformance with 40 CFR 312, 
Standards for Conducting All Appropriate Inquiries, and in general conformance with ASTM E1527 
13. 

2 PURPOSE 
This Phase I ESA is intended to constitute appropriate inquiry into the previous ownership and uses 
of the Property, as required to support the assertion of the innocent landowner, contiguous property 
owner, and/or bona fide prospective purchaser defenses to liability (collectively the landowner 
liability protections, or LLPs) under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and 
Liability Act of 1980 (CERCLA a.k.a. Superfund), as amended by the Superfund Amendments and 
Reauthorization Act of 1986 (SARA), and the Small Business Liability Relief and Brownfields 
Revitalization Act of 2002. 

The purpose of this investigation was to identify conditions indicative of releases or threatened 
releases of hazardous substances as defined in CERCLA Section 101, and petroleum products, on, 
at, in, or to the Property. 

If known or suspected contamination is identified, Users seeking to maintain LLPs have 
responsibilities in addition to completion of an AAI-compliant Phase I ESA.  These “continuing 
obligations” include taking “appropriate care” and “reasonable steps” with respect to known or 
suspected releases of hazardous substances during the term of property ownership.  In addition to 
these requirements under federal law, there are different requirements under state law with respect 
to liability protections.  On request, SCS can provide support for clients with continuing obligations, 
as appropriate.

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• Degree of obviousness of the presence or likely presence of contamination at the 
Property, and the ability to detect the contamination by appropriate investigation. 

 

• Information provided as a result of the additional inquiries conducted by the User.

This Phase I ESA for Excess Fill Dirt Site #2 consisting of 40.8acres located at the southeast corner 
of Pine and Johnson Avenues, Chino, California, has been prepared specifically for Commerce 
Construction Co., L.P.  The report has been prepared in accordance with the care and skill generally 
exercised by reputable professionals, under similar circumstances, in this or similar localities.  No 
other warranty, express or implied, is made as to the professional opinions presented herein.   

No other party, known or unknown to SCS, is intended as a beneficiary of this work product, its 
content, or information embedded therein.  Third parties use this report at their own risk.  Third party 
reliance letters may be issued on request to SCS subject to approval of Commerce Construction Co., 
L.P. and payment to SCS of a fee for such letters. 

5 LIMITATIONS AND ASSUMPTIONS 
The investigation focuses on releases and threatened releases of hazardous substances or 
petroleum products that could be considered a recognized environmental condition (REC) and/or a 
liability due to their possible presence in significant concentrations (e.g., above acceptable limits set 
by the federal or state government) or due to the potential for contaminant migration through 
exposure pathways (e.g., soil vapor migration or groundwater ingestion).  Materials that may contain 
substances which are not currently deemed hazardous by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) or California Environmental Protection Agency (CalEPA) were not considered as part of this 
study. 

Unless specifically included in our scope of services, formal surveys for asbestos-containing 
materials, lead-based paints, fire safety, vapor intrusion, indoor air quality, mold, and similar matters 
were not part of this assessment.  The Property was not evaluated for compliance with land use, 
zoning, wetlands, or similar laws.  This report is not intended to be an environmental compliance 
audit. 

Hazardous substances naturally occurring in plants, soils, and rocks (e.g., heavy metals, naturally 
occurring asbestos, or radon) are not typically considered in these investigations.  Similarly, 
construction debris (e.g., discarded concrete, asphalt, etc.) is not considered to be of concern unless 
observations suggest that hazardous substances are likely to be present in significant 
concentrations.

6 GENERAL SITE CHARACTERISTICS 

SITE LOCATION 
The Property, which consists of two Assessor’s Parcel Numbers, is located at the southeast corner of 
Pine and Johnson Avenues in Chino, California.  Historical site addresses include 7311, 7319 and 
7363 Pine Avenue.  The Property has been assigned assessor’s parcel numbers (APNs): 1057-191-
01 and -02.  An APN map is provided in Appendix B. 

GENERAL SITE DESCRIPTION 
The Property comprises approximately 40.8 acres and is currently mostly undeveloped land that was 
historically used for agricultural and most recently (until 2013) for dairy farming purposes.  Concrete 
paved areas running in a north-south direction are present in the northern portion of the site.  No 
buildings are located on the site; however, large metal electrical transmission towers are present on 
the site that run in an east-west direction.   

ADJOINING PROPERTY USE 
• North – Pine Avenue across which is a former dairy farming operation and Lizze Custom 

animal processing.   
 

• South – Prado Equestrian Center. 
 

• East – Parcels used for agriculture.   
 

• West – 47.4 Acre Fill Dirt Site #1 located at the SWC of Pine and Johnson Avenues. 
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7 PHYSICAL SETTING 

PHYSIOGRAPHIC SETTING 
The most recent topographic map (1967 USGS 7.5 Prado Dam Quadrangle) showing the Subject Site 
was obtained and reviewed as specified in ASTM E 1527.  According to the contour lines on the 
topographic map and the EDR Report, elevation at the Property is approximately 560 feet above 
mean sea level. The Property surrounding area appears to be fairly flat with a slight downward slope 
towards the south. 

An unnamed drainage channel flows west of the Property and exits in a southerly direction 
underneath Pine Avenue. No rivers, standing water, lagoons or lakes were identified on the Property.  
Surface water runoff in the area is collected by urban storm sewers. The Prado Flood Control Basin is 
located approximately 0.5 miles to the southeast of the Subject Site.  According to the EDR, the 
Property is located within a 100-year floodplain. 

GEOLOGY AND SOILS 
The Property is situated in the Chino Valley approximately 0.5 miles north-northwest of the Prado 
Dam Flood Control Basin.  The Chino Hills are located approximately 1.5 miles southwest of the 
Property. Topography in the Chino Valley slopes generally in a southerly direction.  Topography at the 
Property follows this pattern and slopes towards the south at approximately 50 feet per mile.  
Geologic maps indicate that surficial geological sediments in the area consist of Recent Alluvium 
which is comprised of sand, silt, and clay.  

GROUNDWATER 
The Property is located in the Chino Groundwater Basin.  Based on information developed during 
subsurface investigations in the area, groundwater is anticipated to be approximately 30-40 feet 
below ground surface.  Based on topography, groundwater is anticipated to flow in a southerly to 
southwesterly direction.  The most recent groundwater monitoring data from sites in the area exhibit 
a southeasterly flow; however, there are sites where monitoring data showed a southwesterly flow 
direction. 

Elevated concentrations of nitrates have been identified in groundwater in several areas of the Chino 
Groundwater Basin.  These nitrate concentrations are generally believed to be the result of historical 
agricultural practices throughout the Basin.  Information generated during investigations on the 
Subject Site indicates that nitrate concentrations, total dissolved solids, hardness, and other water 
quality parameters in groundwater beneath the Property are above safe drinking water standards.  
According to Chino Water Master personnel, groundwater within the Chino Basin with elevated 
nitrate concentrations is presently being extracted, treated, and sold as reclaimed water.  Chino 
Basin Water Master personnel indicated that there are currently no plans to levy fines against any 
entities in the Chino area to fund water treatment efforts. 

RADON 
According to the California Department of Public Health’s February 2016 Radon Program report, 
screening in the area of the Property (91708 zip code) found no locations (out of two) where 
buildings had radon levels greater than or equal to 4 picocuries per liter (pCi/L), the EPA action level.  
The maximum radon result for the Property’s zip code was 1.7 pCi/L.  Note that elevated radon 
levels may also be attributed to other radon sources such as leaking natural gas or numerous 
building products such as drywall, cinderblock, concrete floors, brick, or stone products.  Typically, 
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radon would not be anticipated in an area of deep alluvial geology such as in the Property area.  
Consequently, there is a low risk of exposure to radon gas at the Property. 

8 SITE INSPECTION 
Thomas Dong of SCS conducted an inspection of the Property and surrounding area on October 5, 
2018.  A Google Earth aerial image and photographs of the Property are provided in Appendix B.  The 
Property was vacant and undeveloped at the time of the inspection.  No illicit dumping of soils, 
debris, or potentially hazardous materials was observed on the Property by SCS.  

HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES 
No hazardous substances or hazardous wastes were observed at the Property.   

NATURAL DRAINAGE 
Runoff from the Property infiltrates into the ground or flows to the surrounding streets.  

DISTURBED AREAS 
No obvious disturbed areas were observed by SCS during inspection of the Property.  

ELEVATORS AND OTHER HYDRAULIC EQUIPMENT 
No elevators or other hydraulic equipment were observed at the Property. 

WELLS  
No groundwater supply or monitoring wells were observed on the Property.  

ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT 
No electrical transformers or other fluid-filled electrical equipment were noted at the Property during 
the site inspection.  

WASTEWATER 
Neither sanitary nor process wastewater is currently generated at the Property. 

DRINKING WATER 
Drinking water is supplied to the Property by the City of Chino Basin Public Works Department.  

STORAGE TANKS 
No evidence of underground storage tanks (USTs) was observed on the Property (e.g., fill ports, vent 
lines, dispensers, etc.).  No aboveground storage tanks were observed on the Property. 

VISUAL INSPECTION OF ADJOINING SITES 
No obvious indications of RECs were noted at the adjoining sites during the inspection.

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9 INTERVIEWS  
No current or former Property owners were available to be interviewed.  In addition, no neighbors 
were available for interviews regarding the site.  The inability to conduct interviews is considered a 
data gap.

10 SITE HISTORY 
Site history was evaluated from the following sources:

provided by EDR.   

• Historical aerial photographs provided by EDR (September 26, 2018). 
• A search was made of the EDR-Sanborn collection and no maps of the Property were found 

(September 24, 2018). 
• City of Chino and San Bernardino County.

HISTORICAL USE SUMMARY 
The Property has been historically used for agriculture and most recently for dairy farming 
operations. First development of the Property appears to have occurred in the 1950s with 
construction of a dairy farming operation that continued until approximately 2013.

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The existence of past agricultural activities on the Property and in adjacent areas indicates a 
potential for pesticide and/or heavy metal (associated with dusting powders) contamination.  In 
SCS’s experience, it is not uncommon to find trace levels of pesticides in soils at former agricultural 
areas in Southern California.  However, these trace concentrations are rarely cause for 
environmental concern.  It is our opinion that, without specific evidence of pesticide storage or 
mismanagement on the Property, past use for agricultural purposes is considered to be a de minimis 
condition and collection and analysis of soil samples for pesticides is unwarranted. 

HISTORICAL USE OF ADJOINING SITES   
The area surrounding the Property was also undeveloped or agricultural land from the early 1900s 
through the 1970s.  In the late 1950s, the area directly east of the site has been used for 
agriculture.  Most of the adjoining land uses have included dairy operations, agriculture, equestrian, 
and limited commercial development.  No large industrial facilities have been located on any of the 
adjoining properties.  

11 COMMONLY KNOWN OR REASONABLY ASCERTAINABLE 
INFORMATION 

In order to identify commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information about the Property, 
SCS attempted to review previous environmental reports and various regulatory agency files and 
interviewed regulatory agency personnel.  The following information was identified. 

REGULATORY AGENCY RECORDS 
Local regulatory agencies and other sources were contacted in an effort to identify any known or 
suspected contamination sites or incidents of hazardous waste storage or disposal which might have 
resulted in soil or groundwater contamination within a one-mile radius of the Property.  Within the 
City of Chino, the San Bernardino County Department of Environmental Health (DEH) generally acts 
as the lead enforcement agency for UST compliance.  If a tank has leaked and groundwater 
contamination is suspected, the Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board (SARWQCB) 
generally becomes the lead agency in supervising contaminant characterization and cleanup.  

California Environmental Protection Agency Files 
The Property is not a listed site on the CalEPA Regulated Site Portal website (Appendix D). 

GeoTracker 
The Property appears as a listed site on the State Water Resources Control Board’s GeoTracker 
website (Appendix D). The former Rocha Dairy operation at 7311 Pine Avenue is listed as a leaking 
underground storage tank (LUST) site. The former John Rocha Dairy located 7363 Pine Avenue had 
an underground fuel tank removed in 1971. In 2009 soil samples collected at the location of the 
tank confirmed the presence of weathered gasoline constituents.  Based on the fact that the tanks 
was removed in 1971, extent of soil/groundwater impacts were defined, MTBE was not detected, 
and that future land use would exclude residential development, the Santa Ana RWQCB issued a No 
Further Action Letter to the Rocha Dairy (dated July 2, 2009).  However, since residual gasoline 
constituents are present, SCS considers the contamination to be a controlled recognized 
environmental condition (CREC).  
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Department of Toxic Substances Control Files 
The Property does not appear as a listed site on the California Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC) EnviroStor website.  Recent DTSC files, if any, would be listed on this website.  

12 REVIEW OF FEDERAL, STATE, TRIBAL, AND LOCAL 
GOVERNMENT DATABASES 

A database search for sites listed on various federal, state, tribal, and local databases in the area 
around the Property was obtained from EDR (September 24, 2018).  A description of each of the 
databases searched is included in the report, which is attached as Appendix E.  Among the 
databases included in the EDR report are NPL (federal, tribal, and state-equivalent), proposed and 
delisted NPL, CORRACTS (RCRA facilities subject to corrective actions), hazardous waste sites 
identified for investigation or remediation (SEMS [Superfund Enterprise Management System, 
formerly known as CERCLIS], State CERCLIS, VCP, Brownfields Calsites, etc.), LUST, sites with 
engineering controls, former CERCLIS (NFRAP), RCRA and state hazardous waste generators, ERNS, 
SWLF, USTs, and Toxic Pits.   

Review of these records satisfies all requirements as set forth in 40 CFR Section 312.26 (b) and (c) 
with regard to the review of federal, tribal, and state government records of databases of such 
government records and local government records and databases of such records pertaining to both 
the Property and the nearby or adjoining properties.  Further, the search distances for each 
particular database are as specified in 40 CFR 312.26 and ASTM E1527-13.   

Any known or suspected contaminated sites included on these lists within 0.25 miles of the Property 
are discussed in the following text.  As a general rule, sites beyond 0.25 miles are not anticipated to 
impact a site significantly.  Any sites beyond 0.25 miles with a high potential to impact the Property 
are also discussed.  (Please note: the distances and directions listed in this report have been field 
verified and might not always match those in the EDR report.) 

Sites such as TSD facilities, hazardous waste generators, HAZNET, FINDS, SQGs, LQGs, USTs, HIST 
UST, RCRA violations, and TRIS facilities with toxic chemical releases (generally in accordance with 
permitting requirements – into the air, water, or land as reported under SARA Title III) use or store 
hazardous materials and thus may pose a potential problem in the event of a spill or leak.  However, 
unless these sites also appear in an agency list of contaminated sites, there is no evidence of any 
problems at this time. Therefore, sites on these lists will not be discussed unless on or in close 
proximity to the Property.   

Please refer to Appendix E for further information on these sites. 

PROPERTY LISTINGS 
The former dairy site operation located on the Property was listed in the following databases 
searched by EDR: 

• Burbridge/John Rocha Dairy, 7311 and 7363 Pine Avenue 
(LUST/ENF/CIWQS/FINDS/ECHO/EMI/S.B. County Permit/WDS) 
 

All of EDR database listings refer to historically permitted activities and/or site operations associated 
with the former dairy farming facility.  With exception of the LUST listing, no environmental impact to 
the Property is anticipated from the other listed permitted activities.  
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This former diary operation was located on the SEC of Pine and Johnson Avenues and dairy 
operations apparently ceased in approximately 2013.  The Rocha dairy had an underground fuel 
tank removed in 1971; and in 2009 soil samples collected at the location of the tank confirmed the 
presence of weathered gasoline constituents. Based on the fact that the tank was removed in 1971, 
extent of soil/groundwater impacts were defined, MTBE was not detected, and that future land use 
will exclude residential development, the Santa Ana RWQCB issued a No Further Action Letter to the 
Rocha Dairy (dated July 2, 2009).  The confirmed presence of residual gasoline is defined as a REC 
for the Property. However, since residual gasoline constituents are present, SCS considers the 
contamination to be a controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC).  

ADJACENT SITE LISTINGS 
The following adjacent sites are listed in one or more databases searched by EDR: 

• Chino Basin CIWPR – 16500 Johnson Avenue (closed LUST site). 
 

• Haley Property 16630 Johnson Avenue (closed LUST site). 
 

• Prado Demolition – 7215 Pine Avenue (NPDES/CIWQS).  Permit status = terminated.  
 

Based on review of environmental regulatory information, the Chino Basin CIWPR and Haley Property 
sites had documented releases of motor vehicle fuels from underground storage tanks in 1997 and 
1995, respectively.  Both sites excavated petroleum-impacted soils and transported the materials to 
licensed off-site recycling facilities.  The San Bernardino County Fire Department issued No Further 
Action letters for these sites in 1997 and 1998.   

OTHER DATABASE SITES 
The EDR report provides a summary table of regulatory database sites within specified distances of 
the Property, including: 1. standard environmental records, 2. additional environmental records, and 
3. high risk historical records.  This summary table is provided beginning on Page 4 of the EDR report 
(Appendix E).  Other sites located within 0.25 miles of the Property with known releases of hazardous 
substances such as LUST and CHMIRS are located cross- or downgradient, or based on case status 
and/or distance, are not anticipated to affect the environmental condition of the Property.  Several 
sites located within 0.25 miles appear in databases not typically associated with documented 
releases, such as AST, HAZNET, NPDES, CIWQS, SWEEPS UST, CA FID UST, RCRA-LQG, FINDS, UST, 
and HIST CORTESE.  Based on a review of the database information, none of these sites are known 
to have any contamination at this time; therefore, none are anticipated to affect the environmental 
condition of the Property.  Similarly, none of the sites situated beyond 0.25 miles are anticipated to 
affect the Property.   

Unmappable or Orphan Sites 
No unmappable or orphan sites were identified in the EDR report.  Unmappable sites cannot be 
plotted due to inaccurate or incomplete addresses. Based on a review of the provided data, including 
the estimated relative locations of the unmappable sites, it appears unlikely that these sites have 
adversely affected the environmental condition of the Property.

LANDFILLS 
According to the EDR-provided review of the California Department of Resources Recycling and 
Recovery (CalRecycle) Solid Waste Information System, no solid waste facilities were identified within 
0.5 mile of the Property.   

OIL AND GAS WELLS 
Available oil and gas well maps from the California Department of Conservation, Division of Oil, Gas 
and Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) were reviewed to identify oil and gas wells on the Property or in 
the nearby area. According to the DOGGR Well Finder online database, the Property is not located 
within the boundaries of a delineated oil and gas field.   

A map showing the location of the Property relative to nearby oil and gas wells is provided in 
Appendix D.  No wells were identified within one mile of the Property.  Therefore, no significant 
environmental impacts to the Property are anticipated from oil and gas exploration and production. 

NATIONAL PIPELINE MAPPING SYSTEM 
SCS reviewed the National Pipeline Mapping System (NPMS) website for the Property and 
surrounding area to identify any hazardous materials pipelines.  The NPMS is a geographic 
information system (GIS) created by the U.S. Department of Transportation, Pipeline and Hazardous 
Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA), and Office of Pipeline Safety (OPS) in cooperation with 
other federal and state governmental agencies and the pipeline industry.  The NPMS consists of 
geospatial data, attribute data, public contact information, and metadata pertaining to the interstate 
and intrastate hazardous liquid trunklines and hazardous liquid low-stress lines as well as gas 
transmission pipelines, liquefied natural gas (LNG) plants, and hazardous liquid breakout tanks 
(tanks that receive and store liquids transported by pipeline) jurisdictional to PHMSA.  The nominal 
accuracy of geospatial data in the NPMS is +/-500 feet.  The NPMS does not contain information on 
interconnects, pump and compressor stations, valves, direction of flow, capacity, throughput, or 
operating pressure.  In addition, distribution and gathering pipelines are not included in the NPMS. 

The NPMS is built from data submitted by pipeline, LNG plant, and breakout tank facility operators.  
Since 2002, transmission pipeline and LNG plant facility operators are required to submit mapping 
information to the NPMS and to update their submissions annually.  Breakout tank operators are 
able to submit data to the NPMS on a voluntary basis. 

A map showing the location of the Property relative to nearby pipelines is provided in Appendix D. 
Based on review of the NPMS website, no pipelines, gas incidents, liquid accidents, LNG plants, or 
breakout tanks were shown within one mile of the Property.  Based on the available information, no 
negative environmental affects to the Property are anticipated from these pipelines. 

13 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 
A User Questionnaire was returned to SCS for inclusion in the report.  Commerce Construction Co., 
L.P. provided no information beyond what is discussed above. 

TITLE RECORDS 
No title report was provided to SCS for review. 
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ENVIRONMENTAL LIENS OR ACTIVITY AND USE LIMITATIONS 
No information regarding environmental liens or activity and use limitations was provided to SCS.  No 
environmental liens or activity/use limitations were identified by SCS during the course of this 
assessment. 

SPECIALIZED KNOWLEDGE 
No specialized knowledge regarding the Property was provided to SCS by the User. 

VALUATION REDUCTION FOR ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES 
No property valuation information was provided to SCS for review. 

14 DEGREE OF OBVIOUSNESS OF THE PRESENCE/LIKELY 
PRESENCE OF CONTAMINATION ON THE PROPERTY 

As discussed above, since the early 1900s, the Property had been undeveloped. Between the 1930s 
and early 1950s, the site was used for used for agriculture.  Between the late 1950s and 2013,  the 
site was used for dairy farming operations and residential occupancy.  As previously discussed, the 
former Rocha Dairy had an underground fuel tank removed in 1971 and in 2009 soil samples 
collected at the location of the tank confirmed the presence of weathered gasoline constituents.   
Based on the fact that the tanks was removed in 1971, extent of soil/groundwater impacts were 
defined, MTBE was not detected, and that future land use will exclude residential development, the 
Santa Ana RWQCB issued a No Further Action Letter to the Rocha Dairy (dated July 2, 2009).   

Based on the historical site uses and the fact that gasoline contamination previously identified on 
the Property still remains, it is the opinion of SCS that the presence/likely presence of contamination 
on the Property is limited.     

15 DATA GAPS 
A data gap represents an inability on the part of the environmental professional to obtain information 
required by the standards and practices of 40 CFR 312 to fully identify conditions indicative of 
releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances on, at, in, or to the Property. 

No former Property owners were available to be interviewed.  No neighbors were available to be 
interviewed either. The inability to conduct interviews is considered a data gap.  However, based on 
the other information gathered as part of this Phase I ESA, this is not considered significant data 
gap. 

16 FINDINGS AND OPINIONS 
SCS Engineers (SCS) was retained by Commerce Construction Co., L.P. to prepare a Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA) of the Excess Fill Dirt Site #2 consisting of 40.8 acres 
of historically agricultural land and dairy operations in Chino, California (the “Property”).  This 
assessment was performed in conformance with 40 CFR 312, Standards for Conducting All 
Appropriate Inquiries, and in general conformance with ASTM E1527-13.  
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The Property, which consists of two Assessor’s Parcel Numbers, is owned by the Orange County 
Flood Control District. The Prado Flood Control Basin channel runs in a north-south direction in this 
area of Chino.  The Property has been historically used for agricultural and dairy farming operations 
(Rocha family) since the early 1930s. Historical site addresses include 7311, 7319, and 7363 Pine 
Avenue.  

Historical land uses in the general area have included agriculture, dairy farming, equestrian, state 
prison, etc.  No hazardous substances or hazardous wastes were observed at the Property during the 
site inspection.   

No recognized environmental conditions (RECs) were noted during the site inspection or identified 
during the review of regulatory database information.  In 1971, an underground fuel storage tank 
was removed from the Rocha Dairy Property located at 7311-7433 Pine Avenue. No environmental 
sampling was conducted during tank removal activities. In 2009, soil samples collected at the 
former tank location confirmed the presence of weathered gasoline constituents. The confirmed 
presence of residual gasoline is defined as a REC for the Property. 

Based on the fact that the tank was removed in 1971, extent of soil/groundwater impacts were 
defined, MTBE was not detected, and that future land use will exclude residential development, the 
Santa Ana RWQCB issued a No Further Action Letter to the Rocha Dairy (dated July 2, 2009).  
However, since residual gasoline constituents are present, SCS considers the contamination to be a 
controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC).  

Regulatory database information identified few known and suspected contamination sites in the 
area surrounding the Property.  Based on the available information, it is unlikely that any of these 
sites have affected the environmental condition of the Property.   

Conclusions 

In summary, SCS performed a Phase I ESA of Excess Fill Dirt Site #2 consisting of 40.8 acres located 
at the southeast corner of Pine and Johnson Avenues, Chino, California, in conformance with the 
scope and limitations of 40 CFR 312 and ASTM E1527-13. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this 
practice are described in Section 5 of this report.   

In the opinion of the Environmental Professionals, this assessment has revealed evidence of current 
conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances.  Although further 
environmental investigation is not recommended, any soil excavated in the former tank area should 
be properly characterized prior to removal from the Property. 
 
Data Gap 

No former Property owners were available to be interviewed.  No neighbors were available to be 
interviewed. The inability to conduct interviews is considered data gaps. However, based on the other 
information gathered as part of this Phase I ESA, this is not considered a significant data gap.
